$40,000,000, which shall remain available until expended:

Provided, That the Corporation for National and Commu-
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nity Service may transfer additional funds from the
amount provided within “Operating Expenses” for grants
made under subtitle C of title I of the 1990 Act to this
appropriation upon determination that such transfer is
necessary to support the activities of national service par-
ticipants and after notice is transmitted to the Committees
on Appropriations of the House of Representatives and the
Senate: Provided further, That the amount appropriated
for or transferred to the National Service Trust may be
mmvested under section 145(b) of the 1990 Act without re-
card to the requirement to apportion funds under 31
U.S.C. 1513(b).

SOCIAL SECURITY ADMINISTRATION
LIMITATION ON ADMINISTRATIVE EXPENSES
(INCLUDING TRANSFER OF FUNDS)

For an additional amount for “Limitation on Admin-
istrative Expenses”, $890,000,000 shall be available as
follows:

(1) $750,000,000 shall remain available until
expended for necessary expenses of the replacement
of the National Computer Center and the informa-
tion technology costs associated with such Center:
Provided, That the Commissioner of Social Security
shall notify the Committees on Appropriations of the

House of Representatives and the Senate not later

not needed for this purpose may be used as de-
seribed in subparagraph (2); and
(2) $140,000,000 shall be available through
September 30, 2010 for information technology ac-
quisitions and research, which may include research
and activities to facilitate the adoption of electronic
medical records in disability claims and the transfer
of funds to ‘“‘Supplemental Security Income” to
carry out activities under section 1110 of the Social
Security Act: Provided further, That not later than
10 days prior to the obligation of such funds, the
Commissioner shall provide to the Committees on
Appropriations of the House of Representatives and
the Senate an operating plan describing the planned
uses of such funds.
OFFICE OF INSPECTOR GENERAL
For an additional amount for the “Office of Inspector
General”, $3,000,000, which shall remain available
through September 30, 2012, for salaries and expenses
necessary for oversight and audit of programs, projects,
and activities funded in this Act and administered by the

Social Security Administration.
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GENERAL PROVISIONS—TIHIS TITLE

SEC. 801. REPORT ON THE IMPACT OF PAST AND
FUTURE MINIMUM WAGE INCREASES. (a) IN GENERAL.—
Section 8104 of the U.S. Troop Readiness, Veterans’
Care, Katrina Recovery, and Iraq Accountability Appro-
priations Act, 2007 (Public Law 110-28; 121 Stat. 189)
1s amended to read as follows:

“SEC. 8104. REPORT ON THE IMPACT OF PAST AND FUTURE
MINIMUM WAGE INCREASES.

“(a) STUDY.—Beginning on the date that is 60 days
after the date of enactment of this Act, and every year
thereafter until the minimum wage in the respective terri-
tory is $7.25 per hour, the Government Accountability Of-
fice shall conduct a study to—

“(1) assess the impact of the minimum wage
increases that occurred in American Samoa and the
Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands in
2007 and 2008, as required under Public Law 110-
28, on the rates of employment and the living stand-
ards of workers, with full consideration of the other
factors that impact rates of employment and the liv-
ing standards of workers such as inflation in the
cost of food, energy, and other commodities; and

“(2) estimate the impact of any further wage

increases on rates of employment and the living
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standards of workers in American Samoa and the
Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands,
with full consideration of the other factors that may
impact the rates of employment and the living
standards of workers, including assessing how the
profitability of major private sector firms may be
impacted by wage increases in comparison to other
factors such as energy costs and the value of tax
benefits.

“(b) REPORT.—No earlier than March 15, 2009, and
not later than April 15, 2009, the Government Account-
ability Office shall transmit its first report to Congress
concerning the findings of the study required under sub-
section (a). The Government Accountability Office shall
transmit any subsequent reports to Congress concerning
the findings of a study required by subsection (a) between
March 15 and April 15 of each year.

“(¢) EcoxomIi¢ INFORMATION.—To provide suffi-
cient economic data for the conduct of the study under
subsection (a)—

“(1) the Department of Liabor shall include and
separately report on American Samoa and the Com-
monwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands in its

household surveys and establishment surveys;
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“(2) the Bureau of Kconomic Analysis of the
Department of Commerce shall include and sepa-
rately report on American Samoa and the Common-
wealth of the Northern Mariana Islands in its gross
domestic product data; and
“(3) the Bureau of the Census of the Depart-
ment of Commerce shall include and separately re-
port on American Samoa and the Commonwealth of
the Northern Mariana Islands in its population esti-
mates and demographic profiles from the American
Community Survey,
with the same regularity and to the same extent as the
Department or each Bureau collects and reports such data
for the 50 States. In the event that the inclusion of Amer-
ican Samoa and the Commonwealth of the Northern Mar-
lana Islands in such surveys and data compilations re-
quires time to structure and implement, the Department
of Labor, the Burecau of Economic Analysis, and the Bu-
reau of the Census (as the case may be) shall in the in-
terim annually report the best available data that can fea-
sibly be secured with respect to such territories. Such in-
terim reports shall describe the steps the Department or
the respective Bureau will take to improve future data col-
lection 1n the territories to achieve comparability with the

Labor, the Bureau of KEconomic Analysis, and the Bureau
of the Census, together with the Department of the Inte-
rior, shall coordinate their efforts to achieve such improve-
ments.”.

(b) EFFECTIVE DATE.—The amendment made by
this section shall take effect on the date of enactment of
this Act.

SEC. 802. FEDERAL COORDINATING COUNCIL FOR
COMPARATIVE CLINICAL EFFECTIVENESS RESEARCIL. (a)
ESTABLISHMENT.—There is hereby established a Federal
Coordinating Council for Comparative Clinical Effective-
ness Research (in this section referred to as the “Coun-
al”’).

(b) PURPOSE; DUTIES.—The Council shall—

(1) assist the offices and agencies of the Fed-
eral Government, including the Departments of
Health and Human Services, Veterans Affairs, and
Defense, and other Federal departments or agencies,

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(B) appropriate organizational expendi-
tures for comparative clinical effectiveness re-
search by relevant Federal departments and
agencies; and

(C) opportunities to assure optimum co-
ordination of comparative clinical effectiveness
and related health services research conducted
or supported by relevant Kederal departments
and agencies, with the goal of reducing duplica-
tive efforts and encouraging coordinated and
complementary use of resources.

(¢) MEMBERSHIP.—

(1) NUMBER AND APPOINTMENT.—The Council
shall be composed of not more than 15 members, all
of whom are senior Federal officers or employees
with responsibility for health-related programs, ap-
pointed by the President, acting through the Sec-
retary of Iealth and Human Services (in this sec-
tion referred to as the “Secretary’’). Members shall
first be appointed to the Council not later than 30
days after the date of the enactment of this Act.

(2) MEMBERS.

(A) IN GENERAL.—The members of the
Counecil shall include one senior officer or em-

ployee from each of the following agencies:
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(1) The Agency for Healthcare Re-
search and Quality.

(1) The Centers for Medicare and
Medicaid Services.

(1) The National Institutes of
Health.

(iv) The Office of the National Coor-
dinator for IHealth Information Tech-
nology.

(v) The Food and Drug Administra-
tion.

(vi) The Veterans Health Administra-
tion within the Department of Veterans
Affairs.

(vi1) The office within the Department
of Defense responsible for management of
the Department of Defense Military
Health Care System.

(B) QUALIFICATIONS.—At least half of the

members of the Council shall be physicians or

other experts with clinical expertise.

CITAIRMAN; VICE CHAIRMAN.—The Sec-

retary shall serve as Chairman of the Council and

shall designate a member to serve as Vice Chairman.

(d) REPORTS.
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(1) INITIAL REPORT.—Not later than June 30,
2009, the Council shall submit to the President and
the Congress a report containing information de-
seribing Federal activities on comparative clinical ef-
fectiveness research and recommendations for addi-
tional investments in such research conducted or
supported from funds made available for allotment
by the Secretary for comparative clinical effective-
ness research in this Act.

(2) ANNUAL REPORT.—The Counecil shall sub-
mit to the President and Congress an annual report
regarding its activities and recommendations con-
cerning the infrastructure needs, appropriate organi-
zational expenditures and opportunities for better
coordination of comparative clinical effectiveness re-
search by relevant Federal departments and agen-
cies.

(e) STAFFING; SUPPORT.—FKrom funds made avail-
able for allotment by the Secretary for comparative clinical
effectiveness research in this Act, the Secretary shall make
available not more than 1 percent to the Counecil for staff
and administrative support.

SEC. 803. HIGHER EDUCATION MODERNIZATION,
RENOVATION, AND REPAIR. (a) PURPOSE.—Grants

Funds may also be used for leasing, purchasing or
upgrading equipment, designed to strengthen and support
academic and technical skill achievement.

(b) GRANTS TO STATE HIGHER EDUCATION AGEN-
CIES.—

(1) FormurA.—From the amounts appro-
priated to carry out this section, the Secretary of
Education shall allocate funds to State higher edu-
cation agencies based on the number of students at-
tending institutions of higher education, with the
State higher education agency in each State receiv-
Ing an amount that is in proportion to the number
of full-time equivalent undergraduate students at-
tending institutions of higher education in such
State for the most recent fiscal year for which there
are data available, relative to the total number of
full-time equivalent undergraduate students attend-
ing institutions of higher education in all States for
such fiscal year.

(2) ADMINISTRATIVE AND OVERSIGHT EX-

PENSES.—Of the allocation amount received under

subsection (b)(1), a State higher education agency

may reserve not more than 5 percent of such

amount, or $500,000, whichever is less, for adminis-
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trative and oversight expenses related to carrying
out this section.

(F) Abatement or removal of asbestos from
the institution’s facilities.

(G) Modernization, renovation, and repair
relating to improving science and engineering
laboratories, libraries, and instructional facili-
ties.

(H) Upgrading or installation of edu-
cational technology infrastructure.

(I) Installation or upgrading of renewable
energy generation and heating systems, includ-
ing solar, photovoltaic, wind, biomass (including
wood pellet), or geothermal systems, or compo-

nents of such systems.

(A) a description of each project carried
out, or planned to be carried out, with such
subgrant, including the types of modernization,
renovation, and repair to be completed by each
such project;

(B) the total amount of funds received by
the institution under this section and the
amount of such funds expended, as of the date

of the report, on the such projects;
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(C) the actual or planned cost of each such
project and any demonstrable or expected aca-
demic, energy, or environmental benefits result-
ing from such project; and

(D) the total number of contracts, and
amount of funding for such contracts, awarded

out this section for administration and over-
sight of this section.

(2) ALLOCATION TO STATE EDUCATIONAL

AGENCIES.—

(A) IN GENERAL.—Except as provided in
subparagraph (B), after making the reserva-
tions described in paragraph (1), from the re-
mainder of the appropriated funds described in
paragraph (1), the Secretary shall allocate to
each State educational agency serving a State
an amount that bears the same relation to the
remainder as the amount the State received
under part A of title I of the Elementary and

Secondary Education Act of 1965 (20 U.S.C.
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6311 et seq.) for fiscal year 2008 bears to the
amount all States received under such part for
fiscal year 2008.
